Brief Biogra phy of Pinky Jones

I'was six years old when Lind bergh flew
his historic flight. T was given a Lindy
bank which I still have and that must
have provided the desire to spend most
of my life looking down at the ground
and up at the stars.

When Mr. Roosevelt pushed for the
Civil Pilot Training Program in late
1839, as a sophomore in a smail college
I was in the first class of ten students,
getting a private certificate in May
1940. Things were dull for a few months
with WWII on the horizon and more
money was discovered for an advanced
acrobatic course. Fifty hours later and
successful completion of a complete
aerobatic check ride with the CAA, I
was the complete pilot with a grand
total of 100 hours. Shortly thereafter,
after being accepted by the Air Corps
as a flying cadet, but waiting for
admission because I would not have
been 21 upon graduation, a third civil
course became available - an apprentice
instructer course, 1 jumped at that and
in one week accomplished 25 hours in
the front seat of a J3 Cub, receiving a
certificate which said that I could
instruct without compensation because
I lacked the necessary 200 hours for a
commercial license,

At that time the Air Corps called and 1
was launched into the big iron.
Graduated from Kelly Field in January
1942 T was given two hours to report
back to Randolph Field and five days
later had six students. After a year |
escaped the basic training routine and
instructed in B-17s for most of the next
two years, finally getting to B-29s in
early 1945, Did part of our training in
Cuba as we were destined for the 8th
Air Force in Okinawa, My friend Paul
Tibbetts burst that bubble on the day 1
got my brand new B-29,

A couple of years later, still trying to
keep the four 3350's running and the
fires out, I encountered a most unusual

character with a penchant for doing
deals and playing praaks. He still
insists that he taught me to fly and
maybe he did. [ am referring to our
own Colonel Atkinson, Obbie O, We
soon parted ways for a time but never
out of touch.

Briefly, my subsequent career was:

B-29s and B-50s until 1950, then
assigned to the first class of LeMay's
four headed monster program - Pilot,
Navigator, Bombardier and Radar
Observer, direct to the first B-47s
delivered to SAC. Seven years later
was pushed kicking and screaming
into  B-52s. Commanded B-52
Squadron and subsequent staff
positions at division and Air Force
level. When the geniuses at the
Pentagon in the McNamara fime
period decided I was too old to fly (age
45) 1 bade the Air Force sayonara
and spent the next 20 years
thoroughly  enjoying myself in
Learjets, first with Executive Jet
Aviation and then with the Learjet
Corporation. Still flying and believing
what I was told in 1942 - you are a
pilot - Read the PIF and if you can get
the engine started, you can fly it!
